Important Information For Making A Submission on the

Expanded Fonterra Milk Powder Factory
Environment Canterbury and Selwyn District Council have publicly notified applications to expand the Darfield Milk Powder Factory (Stage 2).  Press 10/9/11.  Less than 9 months after Stage 1 was consented Fonterra has applied for further consents to treble milk powder production at its Darfield Factory. This will put further pressure on Canterbury’s rivers and aquifers.

 “Fonterra obviously believes dairying expansion can continue regardless of rivers and groundwater being over allocated, increasing nitrate levels in groundwater and an already heavily polluted Te Waihora/Lake Ellesmere.   The expansion of industrial dairying which Fonterra’s Darfield factory represents will exacerbate Canterbury’s water pollution and allocation issues.”      Eugenie Sage 12/9/11 

Any person may make a written submission to Selwyn District Council (SDC) for the latest Fonterra land use applications (Form 13), and a separate submission to Environment Canterbury (Ecan) for the discharges to air and water consents.  See attached submission forms, which have been partly filled out to make it easier to complete. 

You must include the following in your submission
· Write in your own words the reasons for your submission. Highlight as many of the issues that are important to you (see the following list of issues). If you don’t wish to speak to your submission at a Hearing be sure to provide detail in your initial submission otherwise you can be brief and expand on your submission at the Hearing.  
· Whether you wish to be heard in support of your submission – it’s a good idea to say you want to be heard. You can always change your mind later.

Some of the land use issues relating to Form 13 - Selwyn District Council - Fonterra Stage 2.
Stage 2 involves:

·  the construction of a second dryer up to 56 metres high with two stacks 7m above this

· a second boiler and ash collection facility 

· expansion of the dry store by 30,000 sqm

· additional earthworks exceeding 5000 sqm

· an additional 393 vehicle movements per day including an additional 295 heavy vehicle movements (this is additional to the 460 vehicle movements  already consented). 

· a seven day a week /24 hour rail operation

· an additional 23 on site staff and 39 tanker drivers

· additional signage

· storage of hazardous substances

· generation of solid waste exceeding the levels permitted in the Partially Operative District Plan
Some of the Issues relating to the Ecan consents sought by Fonterra    

· CRC120180 - Discharge contaminants to air from a milk powder plant – the discharge will be products of combustion from consented 30 megawatt boiler and a new 45 megawatt coal and/or wood biomass fired boiler, and particulates from the production of milk powder. Contaminants will include particulate matter, sulphur dioxide, and oxides of nitrogen.
· CRC120240 - Use land to store contaminants in clean process wastewater in storage pond(s) with a minimum total capacity of 75,000 cubic metres. Contaminants may include nutrients and the clean process wastewater may have a high oxygen demand. 
· CRC120236 - Excavate approximately 75,000 cubic metres of land to construct extensions to a milk powder plant and approximately 25,000 cubic metres of land to construct a storage pond. 

· CRC120239 - Discharge clean process wastewater from a milk powder plant.  The clean process wastewater will be discharged onto at least 106 hectares of land located east of the milk powder plant via spray irrigation after treatment by dissolved air flotation.  The discharge to land may result in contaminants entering groundwater.  Contaminants may include pathogenic micro organisms, nutrients, suspended solids and dissolved salts.  Aerosols and odour associated with the spray irrigation of the clean process wastewater from the milk powder plant will be discharged into the air. 

· CRC120241 - Discharge clean process wastewater from a milk powder plant. To be discharged onto at least 106 ha west of the milk powder plant.

· CRC103589.1 - Change conditions to discharge storm water from roofs, roading, hardstand areas and a refuelling area associated with a milk powder plant.  The change is to increase the roof area from 25,000 square metres to 83,000 square metres. Contaminants may include suspended sediments, hydrocarbons, heavy metals, pathogenic micro organisms, and other organic contaminants.

· CRC103592.1 - Change conditions to discharge domestic wastewater from staff facilities associated with a milk powder plant.  The wastewater will be discharged to land via subsurface irrigation in circumstances that may result in contaminants in the wastewater entering groundwater. The change is to increase the total maximum volume of wastewater to be discharged from 12 cubic metres per day to 16 cubic metres per day.  The contaminants in treated domestic wastewater are known to include micro organisms, organic material, nitrogen, phosphorus and heavy metals. Odour associated with the treatment and discharge of domestic wastewater will be discharged into the air.

· CRC103695.1 - Change conditions to use land to store a hazardous substance.  The hazardous substance to be stored is diesel and the change is to increase the storage capacity from 15,000 litres to 50,000 litres.  The diesel will be stored in above ground tank(s) with secondary containment and in accordance with the Hazardous Substances and New Organisms Act 1996.  The expiry date will be 3 December 2045.
